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Using the logo

The logo is the symbol of the Great River Road’s 80th anniversary. By consistently using the logo in communications, signage, web pages and other communications, we can help spread the word about the Great River Road’s 80th anniversary and the 10-state National Scenic Byway as a whole.

Use of the logo with the green Pilot’s Wheel

The 80th anniversary logo may be used with the traditional Pilot’s Wheel. The 80th anniversary logo should be the same size or smaller than the Pilot’s Wheel logo. This logo is available for download at www.mrpcmembers.com.

Communication strategy

In communications with the public and media regarding the Great River Road’s 80th anniversary, your message should emphasize:

· The Great River Road is one of America’s longest and oldest National Scenic Byways

· The Great River Road follows the course of the Mississippi River for 3,000 miles through 10 states

· The best way to celebrate the 80th anniversary is a trip along the Great River Road

Key phrases

When communicating with the media or with the public, consider using phrases that emphasize the Great River Road’s important to the region and America:

· Connects all 10 Mississippi River states

· Runs from northern Minnesota to the Gulf of Mexico

· One of America’s longest and oldest National Scenic Byways

· Numerous scenic overlooks, parks, museums, festivals and historical sites

· Traveling the Great River Road is a highly affordable vacation option

· Any story which links the history, growth or traditions of a business or organization to the Great River Road is a great way to promote the Great River Road’s 80th anniversary
